New way to report and track issues on Surrey’s roads and pavements
Surrey County Council’s new ‘FixMyStreet’ online reporting tool will now make it easier for residents to report potholes, faulty traffic signals and other street defects.
‘FixMyStreet’ allows people to quickly and simply report issues in their area which need fixing, cleaning or clearing. Accessed via Surrey County Council’s website, residents are also able to see issues which have already been reported, to sign up for local updates and to track the progress of repairs using their mobile phone or other device.

How to report flooding
With heavy rain expected currently, when very heavy rain falls on hard surfaces, drainage and sewers are often overwhelmed and surface water builds up.
If the water remains standing on the surface once the rain has stopped, please let SCC know but allow a reasonable amount of time for the water to drain away before you do this.
