[bookmark: _GoBack]Another stellar year for Puttenham Parish Council and I would like to thank the whole very proactive team, who make things happen and for all their hard work during the last year!  They are Will Yule, Jane Perowne, Rob Creer, Debbie Mitchell and Bev Weddell.   Without them we would not have been able to continually develop the parish amenities and make it a better place to live for everyone. 
Three village residents, Caroline Calver, Verity Cassar and Rob Creer, received Mayor Awards for service to the community.
Car Park
1. The car park was officially opened on the 20th September 2024 by the Mayor.
1. Fencing has been put in and depending on how much money is still available, after the electric recharging points are finished, we will extend the fence around the north part of the car park.
1. Volunteers planted 450 whips and trees provided by Surrey County Council tree department.  
1. With reference to recharging points, there is a new quote from GO Zero to complete the car park installation 
Speed limit - A new and badly needed 20 mph speed limit was introduced throughout the village with SCC Highways help. This traffic calming measure was needed in order to slow down the speeding traffic which will hopefully make the village safer for pedestrians and motorists alike.   There are now three large speed signs at the three main entrances to the village.  This has now into force since April. 
We have also agreed with Surrey County Council to put in place a HGV Ban for the large lorries that continually drive through our village, frequently getting stuck in the narrow, middle part of the village.  This does not include HGV’s delivering goods to the village residents.  
The Cemetery (which is located next to the Golf Club) had a makeover and a new hedge was planted on the south end where a large tree fell and broke the metal fencing. 
The HALOW Charity supports young adults across Surrey to live their best life.  For the 3rd consecutive year a group of young adults came for the day and planted another row of fruit trees in the community orchard, situated in the Jubilee / Bonfire Field.  It was a glorious, sunny day and proved to be a great day out for all those involved in this project.  
Bus shelter at Mundays Boro - We managed to rebuild the very dilapidated bus shelter at a cost of £1600’
War Memorial - After many years of trying and receiving excessive quotations for the renovation of the War Memorial, we were finally able to instruct the Traditional Stone Company who were introduced to us by a War Memorial Consultant.  The Traditional Stone Company has vast experience and has renovated many local memorials. In order to complete this project we received a grant from the Surrey Historic Buildings Conservation Trust, plus a large donation from the Puttenham Bonfire Committee together with our reserve that we have been building up over many years.  Additionally, we also obtained GBC Grant Aid for both these repairs and renovations, where they paid 50% of the cost. 
The memorial was cleaned and all the stones relayed at a cost for £7,250.
